Erosion and Sediment Control measures must be installed prior to thlegirsitling or clearing activity. All
subsequent grading activities including rough and final grading also mayogetgrunless erosion control
measures have been installed.

All property lines adjacent to an improved tract of land, where whaest$lows off of the property, and all
property lines adjacent to a street, must be seeded and mulched immediietehe initial grading or clearing.
Temporary vegetation shall be established using the seeding ratestitathed brochure. The width of the
seeding/mulching must be at least eight feet in width. Temporaryatiegemust be established in these areas
soon as the seasonal weather permits. If cut and fill operations occurasegagon not favorable for immediat
establishment of permanent ground cover, a fast germinating annual suchrassgs gr sudan grasses shall b
utilized to retard erosion. Where existing vegetation is not distunb&dficient width to prevent the release of
sediment from the site, then temporary seeding and mulching will not be teiquihese locations (provided,
however, that siltation control structures continue to be provided indosatihere stormwater flows leave the
site — See #3)

Siltation fences or straw bales must be properly installed in alé avhere water sheet flows from the lot onto
another piece of property or to a natural drainage way.

In areas where erosion siltation fencing or straw bales are not addgeatethe volume of rain water running
through the location, other erosion control devices such as earth ridgeativesins must be used.

Siltation and Erosion Control devices shall be installed following thetst diagrams

A temporary rocked driveway must be installed for vehicles entering anididethe site. The rocked drive must
be a minimum of 4 inches deep. All delivery and work vehicles must utilizetked area to avoid dirt and mu
being tracked onto the street.

When dirt or mud has washed onto the street, it is the applicants resjitgnisiliihmediately remove the dirt.
Erosion Control measures must be maintained. All building inspectionselilde an inspection of the erosion
and sediment control measures. If the measures are not properly installechatrfanctioning, the building
inspection will be denied. Continued failure to comply with these restrictnay result in a stop work order
being placed on the construction activity.

When clearing and/or grading operations are completed or suspended folnana3é tlays, all necessary
precautions shall be taken to retain soil materials on site. Pretewti@sures may be required by the Planning
Development Administrator such as permanent seeding, periodic wettindpimgular other suitable means.
Temporary siltation control measures (structural) shall notrneved until permanent final vegetation is
established at a sufficient density to provide erosion control on the site.

Inspections of all erosion control measures must occur.

The permittee shall notify the Village Engineer within two (2) worldags of the completion of the constructign
stages specified below:

Expiration of Permit: Every Development Permit shall expire and become null and void if the wibrdrzed
by such permit has not been commenced within one hundred and eighty (180) dayst corifipleted by a date
which shall be specified in the permit; except that the Building & ZonihgiAistrator may, if the permittee
presents satisfactory evidence that unusual difficulties havemesl work being commenced or completed
within specified time limits, grant a reasonable extension of finvetten application is made before the
expiration date of the permit.

SOIL EROSION IS A SERIOUS AND EXPENSIVE
PROBLEM IN MADISON COUNTY

Soil erosion and sedimentation go hand-in-hand. Both are serious problems to lot
owners and the community in general. Erosion removes topsoil and creates gul-
==== lies greatly increasing the cost of establishing grass.

~  Sediment that leaves a construction site clogs roads, fills culverts, storm sewers,
road ditches and chokes vegetation. Sediment also poliutes streams, rivers and
lakes. It spoils wildlife and fish habitat. Sediment is expensive to remove once it
has settled in the bottom of a lake.

- HOW MUCH SOIL EROSION OCCURS FROM A BUILDING LOT?

. The following information provides some low cost, practical methods that a lot
owner can use to minimize the erosion and resulting sedimentation that results
from the development of a parcel of land.

Inour area, a moderately sloping lot that has been stripped of vegetation and left
bare from March through October while building in going on, can expect to lose
about 5 to 15 tons of soil due to erosion. The soils we have in Madison County are
high in clay and silt content. They erode very easily. When soils erode, the silt por-
tion of the soil settles out in roads, ditches, ponds and lakes. The clay particles
stay in suspension and can cause a body of water to appear brown and muddy.
